The Availability of a New
Martian Meteorite

This special edition of the Antarctic Meteorite Newsletter announces the discovery and
availability of anew nakhlite, MIL 03346. This 715.2 g sample was collected during the
2003-2004 field season in the Miller Range of the Transantarctic Mountain, Antarctica.
The black pyroxenite was immediately recognized by the field team as interesting, and
upon hand and thin section examination, it was clear that this sample is a new nakhlite,
the 7" known in world collections.

This newsletter presents the macroscopic and thin section descriptions of the sample. To
