61226 CATACLASTIC ANORTHOSITE, PARTLY GLASS-COATED 153¢g

INTRODUCTION: 61226 consists of coherent, white anorthosite separated by a zone of
crushed, pale gray breccia (Fig. 1). The latter may be a crushed version of the
anorthosite, although it contains small black specks. A thin (~1 mm) black glass coats
part of the surface.

61226 was taken from a soil sample collected from the bottom of a trench dug on the east
rim of Plum Crater. It lacks zap pits.
