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65716 FRAGMENTAL POLYMICT BRECCIA 14.28 g 

INTRODUCTION: 65716 is a light gray, friable breccia collected as a rake sample (Fig. 
1). Clasts include white, anorthositic material (~1 mm), light gray, crystalline fragments 
(~0.5 mm) and dark gray, glassy fragments (~0.5 mm) in approximately equal amounts.  
It is rounded with few zap pits. 

PROCESSING AND SUBDIVISIONS: This rock consists of a large piece shown in 
Figure 1 and two smaller pieces ~0.8 cm in diameter which were grouped together as 
65716,0 during initial processing in 1972.
