INTRODUCTION 
 
Sample 76559 was collected as a 
rake sample from the soil at Station 
6 (Phinney et al., 1974). There is a 
black glass splash and some soil 
breccia attached (Fig. 1). 

PETROGRAPHY 
 
Sample 76559 is light grey impact 
melt rock with a poikilitic matrix. 
Pyroxene and ilmenite oikocrysts 
enclose anorthite grains (Fig. 2). The 
sample is completely crystalline. 

WHOLE-ROCK CHEMISTRY 
 

Simonds and Warner (1981) point 
out that this poikilitic breccia has 
less Fe and more Mg than the 
boulder at Station 6 (Table 1). They 
speculate that it may be similar to 
the large breccia sample 76055.
